Overview

B Lewel Englizsh Language and Literature imvalves students inthe study of both literary and non-literary texts.
Students will develop new approaches to the ways in which texts are analysed, through the acquisition of a
wide range of technical vocabulary. They will develop their ability to use linguistic frameworks to analyse texts
and will also learn to write in arange of forms and styles for differert audiences and purposes. As the course
progresses, studerts will study arange of poetry, prose and drama, examining the ways in which writers use
language for different effects. Students will also study modern non-likerary media texts and will investigate
how spoken language differs from the written word. The course is assessed through two open book exams;
students will be asked to respond to extracts from the set texts they have studied and to relate them to the
whole texts from which they are taken. In addition, students will undertake a coursework assigrniment
irvestigating their own choice of texts,

What will I learn?

A Laval Paper 1: Telling Storfas

You will study a prose text focussing on gerre and viewpoint and explore how these shape the reader's
response. In addition, you will study the wark of a specified poet, examining how poetic voice is used to
represent the waorld. ¥You will study an anthology of non-literary and media texts that are linked to the city of
Paris in order to develop the ability to compare texds using linguistic terminalogy. You will learn to write
gnalytical essays using a range of literary and linguistic terms and to write in various styles, registers and
voices.

A Lavel Paper 2. Exploring Conflict

To prepare for this exam you will learn to write creatively for a number of different audiences using different
stules and registers. You will be asked to produce a piece of creative writing based on the prose text you have

Won-gxam assessment: Making Connections

You will undertake a personal investigation that explares a specific technigue or theme in both literary and
non-literary texts. The choice of text will be agreed in consultation with your teacher.

Lessons are designed to encourage active student participation. Discussion and group or individual
presentations are regular features. Students should be prepared to talk about their own responses to texts and
consider alternative interpretations. In order to be successful, itis important that students read widely beyond
the set texts and are prepared to increase the range of their personal reading. Above all, the course aims ta
allow students to develop as oritical thinkers and to foster a fascination with the way the English langquage
warks.

The A Level course is initially anchored by the central theme of 'Love through the Ages and
students will study arange of texts from the genres of poetry, prose and drama Inyear two of the course the
focus shifts to the study of modern literature written post 1945 The course engenders a sense of the
development of English literature over time, through the placing of texts within theilr contexts, Studerts are
encouraged to read widely around the thematic foous in order to gain & wider perspective on the history of
literature. The course is assessed through two exams and an extended coursework essay.

What will I learn?

Paper I Love through the Ages.

You will study a Shakespeare play focussing on the ways in which the theme of love is explored through
language and dramatic techmnique. You will also study one prose and one poetry text, one of which must have
beern written pre-1900 and one post-1900. The exam will ask you to relate a printed extract from your studied
play to the play as a whole, You will learn to respond to unseen poetry and to compare prose and poetry texts,
as both skills will be tested inthe exam,

Paper & Texts in Shared Contexts, Modern fimmes: Liferature from 1945 Eo the present day.

You will study three texts: one prose, one poetry, and one drama, of which one must be written post-2000. The
exam will test your ability to compare texts and to respond to unseen texts in addition to responding to
individual textsin a detailed manmer.

Won-gxam assessment: Independent Oritical Stady: Texts across Time.

You will undertake a comparative oritical study of two texts, at least one of which must have been written pre-
1900 ¥You will choose your texts in consultation with your teacher in order to produce an extended essay of
2500 words, together with a supporting bibliography.

What will I learn?

You will study Hollywood Film from 1930-1990 by exploring Alfred Hitchcoclk's Vertigo and Ridley 5cott's
Blade Runmer, focussing on how these directars are auteurs and how their body of wark—or oceuwe—reflacts
consistent themes, aesthetics, film making techniques, a defined world view via narrative and how the auteur
isthe star. ¥ou will also explore how American film since 2005 allows an audience to read the same text in
differing ways wia an analysis of 5elma and Captain Fantastic. Finally, you will decipher how British film since
1995 uses the gerre of comedy in creative ways with Shaun of the Dead and Sightseers as our key texts

Paper 2 — Glabal film making perspectives

You will study some Global Films for this paper, starting with City of God (Brazil) and Pan's Labyrinth (Spain/
Mexico), Documentary Film will also be examined, with a focus on Stories We Tell. Looking into early cinema,
you will go on to explore Silent Film, wia an analysis of the film Sunrise.

In Vear 12 we will be carrying out coastal
fieldwork at Start Point and Torbay and rebranding fieldwork in Plymouth and Totnes to link with the
Geographical investigations unit (please be aware there is a charge for this).

Where could it lead?

Geography is inherently multidisciplinary in & woarld that increasingly values people whao have the skills
needed to work across the physical and socdial sciences. The subject will enable students to have accessto a
wide range of possible career and Higher Education opportunities. Students will learn and use a wvariety of
transferable skills throughout the course. These skills are in great demand and are recognized by emplayers
and Universities as being of great value.

Overview

B Level Computer Science is an exciting new course open to students who have studied Computer Science at
GCSE and those who would like to start a new challenge. The subject suits students who already have an
interest in how computers work or how to program and have a qood level of Maths.

The course is broken down into three units, each assessedin a different way., Unit1 has a 2% hour on-screen
exam to test student’s abilities to program, as well as their theoretical knowledge of computer science. Unit 2
has a 2% hour written paper on arange of computer science topics from data representation and databases to
computer architecture and communication networks. Unit 3 involves studert s investigating and solving areal
problem using a systematic approach and the application of theilr programming skills,

The first year of the course will cover parts of units 1 and 2 and enable students to take the AS exams inthese
units (which are 1% hours each). This will allow students to assess their progress through the course or to stop
after one year with a qualification.

What will I learn?

B lot of time will be spent developing students’ skills in the programming. This will be using text based
languages such as Pythaon and Visual Basic, stating with basic procedural programming before moving on to
object-oriented programming.  Key aspects will be using different wvariable types and data structures,
structured programming using procedures and functions, and exception handling.

InYear 12, students will also learn how computers store different types of data (numbers, characters, images
gnd sounds), methods of data encryption and compression, Boolean algebra and logic gates, how computers
process and store data using binary digits and the fundamentals of networks and data transmission. In year
13 students will mave on to more complex data structures, alternative algorithms for searching and sorting
data, relational databases, and functional and abject-oriented programming.

How will I learn?

Students will learn through a mix of teacher input, student research and practical application. Most of the
resources will be made available online through Google Classroom and students will be encouraged to
continue practical work on their own computers.

Where could it lead?

B Level Computer Science supports progression into further education, training and employment. Possible
routes may include degrees in Computing and ICT, BTEC Higher Mational in Computing, BTEC Foundation
Degree in Computing and related fields.

It fosters a range of
transferable skills including communication, critical thinking, research skills and oreativity, which are
valuable to the individual and society. The content is suitable for students who wish to progress to
ermployment or further study, including a modern languages degree,

The approach iz a focus on how the native-speaking society has been shaped, socially and culturally, and how
it corntinues to change. In the first year, aspects of the social cortext are studied, together with aspects of the
artistic life of native-speaking countries. In the second year further aspects of the social background are
covered, this time focusing on issues, such as life for those on the margins of French or Spanizh-speaking
society, as well as looking at the positive influences that diversity brings.

What will I learn?

Unit 1: Education with Theory and Methods

educational policy is also covered and the impact of globalisation on education,

Unit 2: Topicsin Sociology

Families and Households and Beliefs in Society

Whilst studying Families and Relationships, students will explare the relationship of the family to social
structure and sodal change; changing pattems of family relationships and the diversity of contemporary
family structures; gender roles; the nature of childhood and demographic trends (e.g. birth rates, death rates,
farmily size etc) since 1900,

Inthe Beliefs in Society unit, students will cover ideoloqy, science and religion; the relationship between social
change, social stability and religious beliefs and practices; the relationship between different social groups
and religion; the significance of religion in a contermporary world, including globalisation and the spread of
religions.

Unit 3: Crime and Deviance

students will become familiar with sociological explanations of orime, deviance and social order; the social
distribution of crime and its links to sodial inequality; globalisation and crime in contemporary society,
including the media, green arime, human rights and state ¢rimes; crime control, prevention and punishment.

In units 1 and 3, students will learn about the processes of sociological research as well as the theories
underpinming academic study of the subject.
